PRAYER POINTS  BASED ON  THEME -  MT 9:38 

INDIVIDUAL/PERSONAL LIFE 

Prayer Points from Matthew 9:38 (Individual) 

1. Father, reveal to me the fields of the lost world that are ready for harvest, 

beginning with my own home, family, workplace, and community; lift my eyes to 

see as You see and not be blind to ripe fields around me. 

Genesis 13:14; Matthew 13:38; John 4:35 

2. Lord of the Harvest, prepare my heart as good soil, breaking every hardness, 

uprooting every divided affection, and removing every hindrance so that Your Word 

may yield a hundredfold harvest in me and through me. 

Matthew 13:23; Jeremiah 4:3–4; Genesis 2:5 

3. Father, send and position labourers including me into the right fields of 

assignment, divinely aligning us with our ordained places of labour that connect 

us to destiny, purpose, and redemptive impact in Jesus name. 

 Matthew 9:38; Ruth 2:2–3; Psalm 37:23 

4. Lord, grant me discernment and urgency to recognize fields that are white 

and overripe, and empower me with wisdom, courage, and obedience to act 

before the harvest is lost or wasted. In Jesus name 

John 4:35; Proverbs 10:5; Ecclesiastes 11:4 

5. Lord of the Harvest, strengthen me to stand and defend the field You have 

entrusted to me, even when others retreat, so that the enemy does not steal future 

harvests from my territory in Jesus name – 

2 Samuel 23:11–12; Nehemiah 4:14; Matthew 13:19 



 Revelation of the Lord of the Harvest 

6. Father, reveal Yourself to me as the Lord of the Harvest, that I may fully 

understand that the harvest belongs to You alone its timing, scope, fruitfulness, 

and outcome so that I labour in humility, dependence, and obedience, giving You 

all the glory.in Jesus name- Matthew 9:37–38; Luke 10:2; 1 Corinthians 3:6–9; 

John 4:34 

Transformation from Worker to Laboure  

7. Lord of the Harvest, deliver me from self-appointed work and align me with 

Your sending, that I may be a true labourer called, commissioned, and governed 

by Your Spirit working according to Your will and not my own ambition. In Jesus 

name-Matthew 9:38; John 4:36–38; Acts 13:2–4; Romans 10:14–15 

Grace to Labour for Eternal Harvest 

8. Father, grant me grace to labour with eternal perspective, knowing that harvest 

is both mercy and accountability; help me to serve faithfully under Christ’s 

Lordship, bearing fruit that remains unto eternal life in Jesus name  

John 15:16; Matthew 13:30; Revelation 14:14–16; Psalm 126:5–6 

What I Need to Be God’s Labourer 

Prayer for Vision and Burden for the Fields 

9. Father, give me clear spiritual vision to lift my eyes and see the fields of lost 

humanity, beginning from where You have positioned me my family, workplace, 

community, and the systems of society so that I may carry Your burden for souls 

and restoration under Christ’s lordship. In Jesus name

Prayer for Seeing Eyes and Discernment 

10. Lord, heal my spiritual eyes and grant me seeing eyes, that I may discern the 

condition of the fields, the state of souls, and the activity of the enemy, and respond 

with compassion, urgency, and obedience as a true in Jesus name labourer.- 

Proverbs 20:12; Matthew 9:35–36; Acts 26:17–18; Ephesians 1:18 

Prayer for Removal of Weights 

11. Father, by Your Spirit, reveal and remove every weight in my life relationships, 

cares, fears, or attachments that hinder me from lifting my eyes, responding to 

Your call, and fulfilling my ministry of reconciliation-in Jesus name  

Hebrews 12:1–2; Genesis 13:14; 2 Corinthians 5:17–21; Matthew 11:28–29 

Prayer for Cleansing from Besetting Sin 

12. Lord, search my heart and deliver me from every besetting sin that blinds my 

vision, weakens my obedience, and disqualifies me from effective labour; cleanse 

me and restore me so I may walk uprightly before You. in Jesus name 

Psalm 139:23–24; Genesis 32:25–30; Hosea 12:2–3; Hebrews 12:1 

 Prayer for Readiness and Divine  

13. Use Father, free me completely because You have need of me, and make me 

a willing, available, and obedient labourer released from bondage, aligned with 

Your purpose, and ready to be sent into Your harvest field. In Jesus name-Matthew 

9:38; Matthew 21:2–3; Isaiah 6:8; John 15:16 

Revelational Knowledge of the Lord of the Harvest 

 



14. Father, deliver me from destruction through ignorance and grant me 

revelational knowledge of You as the Lord of the Harvest Your authority, Your 

will, Your Word, and Your power so that I may labour in alignment with heaven and 

not human wisdom- in Jessus Hosea 4:6; Matthew 28:18; Ephesians 1:17–20 

Knowledge of My Priesthood and Authority in Christ 

15. Lord, establish me in the knowledge of my priesthood in Christ, not according 

to the Aaronic order but after Your heavenly calling, that I may minister by the 

power of the Spirit and kingly authority  not by fleshly effort. In Jesus- Hebrews 

5:5–7; Acts 1:8; 1 Peter 2:9 

Knowledge of the True State of the Sinner 

16. Father, give me understanding of the true condition of the sinner blind, bound, 

deceived, and in need of deliverance so that I may minister with compassion, 

clarity, and spiritual authority.in Jesus name. 

Acts 26:16–18; John 4:20–25; Matthew 9:36 

Knowledge of Spiritual Warfare in Soul Winning 

17. Lord, teach me that soul winning is warfare, and grant me discernment of the 

resistance of Satan and his kingdom, so I may stand firm, pray boldly, and not 

retreat when captives are contested in Jesus name.  

Exodus 3:6–10; Psalm 2:1–4; Acts 4:29 

Knowledge of the Enemy, Wild Beasts, and Dangers in the Field 

18. Father, open my eyes to understand the enemies, wild beasts, and dangers 

in the field, and anchor me in Your presence, wisdom, and protection as You send 

me among wolves in Jesus name. 

Isaiah 56:9–10; Matthew 10:16; Luke 10:3 

 Knowledge of Victory, Authority, and the End of the Battle 



19. Lord, establish my heart in the knowledge of where I am fighting from and 

how the battle ends, that I may labour from victory, not fear, knowing that the 

Kingdom is already given to the saints in Jesus name 

Daniel 7:17–18; Matthew 28:18; Mark 16:15 

Knowledge of the Message and My Assignment 

20. Father, ground me in the full knowledge of the gospel of salvation and the 

gospel of the Kingdom, and teach me my job description to preach, demonstrate 

Your power, heal the sick, cast out demons, and restore lives for Your glory. Lord, 

fill me with the knowledge of Your will, your power, and Your purpose, that I may 

labour effectively and bear fruit that remains in Jesus name .

Prayer for Revelation of the Holy Spirit 

21. Father, grant me true revelation of the Holy Spirit as God Himself, not a force 

or influence, but the Spirit of power, grace, truth, and glory, sent to enable me to 

live and labour as Christ did. In Jesus name  

Acts 10:38; John 14:16–18; Acts 5:3–4 

 Prayer for Baptism in the Holy Spirit 

22. Lord Jesus, baptize me afresh in the Holy Spirit, clothe me with power from on 

high, and immerse me in Your Spirit so I may be empowered for witness, service, 

and obedience.in Jesus name 

Acts 1:5–8; Luke 24:49; Isaiah 61:1 

Prayer for Dependence on God’s Power, Not Mine 

23. Father, deliver me from trusting in my own strength, and establish me in 

complete dependence on the power of the Holy Spirit, knowing that souls are not 

won by might or ability but by Your Spirit alone.  In Jesus name

Prayer for Prayer Burden and Power Activation 

24. Holy Spirit, generate in me a burden of prayer and intercession, that through 

fasting, fervent prayer, and obedience, the power deposited in me may be activated 

to confront darkness and release captives. In Jesus name 

Luke 4:1–4, 14; James 5:16; Matthew 9:38 

Prayer for Authority in Spiritual Warfare 

25. Father, empower me by the Holy Spirit to engage in spiritual warfare, binding 

the strong man, casting out demons, and breaking satanic resistance over souls 

and territories in Jesus name. 

 Luke 11:21–22; Exodus 3:6–10; 1 Corinthians 4:20 

Prayer for Love as the Governing Power 

26. Holy Spirit, fill my heart with the love of Christ, that I may labour not merely 

with power but with divine nature, knowing that love is my true identity and greatest 

armour in the harvest field. In Jesus name 

John 13:34–35; Galatians 5:6; Ephesians 3:16–19 

 Prayer for Continual Filling and Obedient Yielding 

27. Father, keep me continually filled with the Holy Spirit, sensitive to His leading, 

obedient to His promptings, and bold to speak and act as He gives utterance, for 

the glory of Your Kingdom. Holy Spirit, fill me, lead me, empower me, and use me 

to manifest the Kingdom of God in power and in love in Jesus name.  

Ephesians 5:18; Acts 2:4; Romans 8:14, Acts 1:8; Romans 14:17 

Prayer for Revelation of God’s Love to Me 

28. Father, open my eyes to the revelation of Your love toward me, that I may 

know deeply and personally that I am loved eternally, unconditionally, and 

sacrificially, not by my worth but by Your grace in Jesus name 

 Romans 5:5–8; Jeremiah 31:3; 1 John 4:9–10 

 Prayer to Love God in Response to His Love 



29. Lord, empower me to love You with all my heart, soul, mind, and strength, 

not out of duty or fear, but as a response to Your covenant love poured into me by 

the Holy Spirit. In Jesus name  

Deuteronomy 6:5; Matthew 22:37; John 14:15 

Prayer for Revelation of Christ’s Love as My Pattern 

30. Jesus, reveal to me how You have loved me, that I may love the brethren and 

the lost with the same agape self-giving, forgiving, and covenantal by which You 

loved me unto the cross. In Jesus name. 

John 13:34–35; Philippians 2:5–8; 1 Corinthians 13:4–7 

Prayer for Love as My Identity and Greatest Armour 

31. Holy Spirit, form in me the love that identifies me as belonging to God, 

knowing that power can be counterfeited, but divine love cannot, and that love is 

my greatest defence in the harvest field in Jesus name. 

John 13:35; 1 Thessalonians 5:8; Galatians 5:6 

 Prayer to Walk in the Character of Love (1 Corinthians 13) 

32. Father, conform my character to the love described in 1 Corinthians 13, that 

I may be patient, kind, humble, forgiving, truthful, and enduring, reflecting Your own 

nature in my relationships and ministry. In Jesus name. 

1 Corinthians 13:4–8; Exodus 34:6; Ephesians 3:16–19 

Prayer to Love the Lost with Compassion and Truth 

33. Lord, baptize my heart with Your compassion for the lost, that I may love 

sinners without compromise, confront sin without hatred, and labour for their 

salvation with mercy, truth, and endurance. In Jesus name. 

Matthew 9:35–36; John 3:16–17; Luke 19:10 



Prayer for Love to Sustain Me in the Battle 

34. Father, let Your love strengthen and sustain me in the fierce battle of soul 

winning, enabling me to endure opposition, rejection, and suffering without 

bitterness, as I labour faithfully under Your shepherding care. In Jesus name.  

John 10:11; Hebrews 12:2–3; Romans 8:35–39 

35. Father, let Your love be fully revealed in me, formed through me, and expressed 

by me, that I may labour effectively and glorify You, in Jesus name. 

Romans 5:5; 1 Corinthians 13:13 

Prayer Points on Faith for Effective  

36.  Father, I ask that You establish me in genuine faith that overcomes the world; let 

my labour for You be rooted not in fear or reasoning, but in confident trust in Your 

Word and promises, in Jesus’ name. 

Hebrews 11:1; 1 John 5:4; Romans 10:17 

37. Lord Jesus, help me to walk this spiritual journey by faith and not by sight, so that 

I may not fall short of Your promises as Israel did, but arrive fully into my ordained 

inheritance as Your labourer, in Jesus’ name. 

Hebrews 4:1–2; Numbers 11; Habakkuk 2:4 

38. Father, increase my faith in Your power, Your love, and Your Word, that I may 

labour boldly, believing that nothing is too hard for You and that Your Word is living, 

active, and unfailing, in Jesus’ name. 

Jeremiah 32:27; Romans 5:8; Psalm 107:20; Hebrews 4:12 

39. Lord, anchor my faith in the cross, the blood, and the name of Jesus, knowing that 

victory over sin, Satan, and fear flows from Christ’s finished work and not from my 

own strength, in Jesus’ name. 

 John 3:14–16; Revelation 12:11; Acts 4:12 



40.  Father, teach me how faith works in daily obedience help me to confess what I 

believe, act on Your Word, and align my life with the measure of faith You have 

deposited in me, in Jesus’ name. 

Romans 10:9–10; James 2:17; 2 Corinthians 13:5 

41. Lord, build my faith continually through hearing, meditation, and obedience to Your 

Word, until fear is silenced, courage is strengthened, and I labour for You in 

unwavering confidence, in Jesus’ name. 

Romans 10:17; Proverbs 4:20–22; 1 Timothy 4:13–15 

Prayer Points: Hindrances to Being God’s Sent Labourer 

42. Father, purge my life from every form of impurity, compromise, and dishonour that 

disqualifies me from being a vessel unto honour, sanctified and fit for the Master’s 

use, in Jesus’ name. 

2 Timothy 2:19–21 

43. Lord, remove from me every hidden iniquity, double loyalty, and secret attachment 

that weakens my witness and hinders You from sending me into Your harvest, in 

Jesus’ name. 

 2 Timothy 2:19; Psalm 66:18; Matthew 9:38 

44. Father, deliver me from spiritual laziness, fear, and unwillingness to be sent, and 

align my heart with Your burden for souls, that I may respond obediently when You 

call, in Jesus’ name. 

Matthew 9:37–38; Isaiah 6:8; Proverbs 20:4 

45.  Lord, cleanse me from every attitude and lifestyle that causes my salt to lose its 

savour, so that my life may preserve, influence, and reflect Your Kingdom wherever 

You send me, in Jesus’ name. 

Matthew 5:13; Colossians 4:6 

46. Father, remove every form of darkness, inconsistency, and hypocrisy that hides 

Your light in me, and cause my works to glorify You openly before men, in Jesus’ 

name. 

Matthew 5:14–16; Romans 2:21–24 



47. Lord, separate me from worldly entanglements, distractions, and pursuits that 

compete with Your call, and make me wholly available as Your labourer, in Jesus’ 

name. 

2 Timothy 2:3–4; 1 John 2:15–17 

48.  Father, refine my motives and align my service with Your Lordship, so that I may 

labour not for recognition or gain, but as one sent by the Lord of the harvest for 

Your glory alone, in Jesus’ name.
